They will 
you to help you prepare your presentation to the panel, who will decide if your project 
is chosen and given an award.  Your award will provide the items you need to make 
the change such as equipment/tools, skips, printing, wildflowers, trees etc 
 

 If you are aged 16 -19 fill in the application form to tell us all about your 
project idea, closing date for applications is the 17th December 2010. 

 If your application is successful you will be invited to a pitching event during 
the week beginning 21st of February 2011 to work with Rathbone Walsall 
vinvolved Team to help you prepare and present your project to a panel. 

 You find out that same day if you have been successful.
